ORDINANCE NO. 332


AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 9.200 OF


THE DRAIN LAND USE CODE AND AMENDING THE 


STANDARDS DOCUMENT AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY

THE CITY OF DRAIN ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1.  The Drain Land Use Code shall be amended to add to Section 9.105 the following definition in alphabetical order:


Home occupation.  Any lawful profession, craft, or service 
activity carried on within a dwelling.  However, the 
following 
are no considered home occupations requiring a 
home occupation permit:




(a)  Newspaper delivery by individuals younger 




than 
eighteen years of age;




(b)  Babysitting, not exceeding five (5) children 




on a regular basis;




(c)  Door to door salespersons taking orders for 




later delivery, for example, representatives 




of Avon, Fuller Brush, Amway;




(d)  Wood cutters;




(e)  Invitational house parties, for example, 




Tupperware and Stanley;




(f)  Part-time or minor service work not exceeding 



forty (40) hours per month, for example, 




sewing alterations, music lessons, home 





tutoring;




(g)  Yard sales; and




(h)  Independent truckers with only one truck.

SECTION 3.  Section 9.515(4) of the Drain Land Use Code is hereby amended to read as follows:


(4)  A home occupation, provided that a home occupation 

permit is obtained.

SECTION 4.  Section 9.325 of the Drain Land Use Code is hereby amended to read as follows:


9.325.  Building Permits, Sign Permits, Excavation in the Right of Way and Home Occupation.  A development permit allowing excavation in the right of way, development of a structure, accessing structure or sign or allowing a home occupation shall be granted if the proposed development will comply with this Code, the Standards Document and all other rules and regulations pertaining to construction of a structure, accessory structure, sign or home occupation.

SECTION 5.  Section 3 of this Standards Document incorporated by reference in Land Use Code Section 9.110 is hereby amended to read as follows:


Standard Conditions for Home Occupation:


1.  
The use shall be carried only by members of the family 
           residing on the premises.


2.
The use shall comply with air and noise pollution 
       
    
standards adopted by the Oregon Department of Environ-           mental Quality.  In addition, no materials or mechanical 
    
equipment shall be used which will be detrimental to 


the residential use of the dwelling or adjoining 



dwellings because of offensive vibration, noise, dust, 


smoke, odors, heat, glare, interference with radio or 


T.V. reception, or other factors as a result of the 


home occupation, noticeable at or beyond the property 


line.


3.  
All aspects of a home occupation shall be contained and 
    
conducted within a completely enclosed building, which 
  
    
shall be the same structure as the principal residence 


or appropriate accessory building.


4.  The occupation shall be conducted in such a manner as not 
    to give an outward appearance nor manifest any 
       
    characteristics of a business.

SECTION 6.
 EMERGENCY.
The provisions contained herein concern the public welfare and safety and therefore, an emergency is hereby declared to exist, and this Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon its passage by the City Council and approval by the Mayor.
