ORDINANCE NO 431
A SPECIAL ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF DRAIN ANNEXING TO THE CITY CERTAIN TERRITORY PURSUANT TO ORS 222.120 TO 222.125, DRAIN DEVELOPMENT CODE SECTIONS 9.215 & 9.370, AND THE URBAN GROWTH MANAGEMENT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF DRAIN AND DOUGLAS COUNTY, OREGON.

WHEREAS, Dylan Millsaps owns and submitted a request to annex certain real property to the City of Drain on January 19, 2018 (Case Number ANX2018-01), said real property being described as follows:

Township 22 South, Range 05, Section 17AA, Tax Lot 100 (also identified as 504 E. B Ave., Drain) as described in Exhibit A and generally depicted in Exhibit B; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Drain is authorized by Drain Development Code (DDC) Section 9.370 and 9.215 and ORS Chapter 222 to accept, process, and act on annexations to the City; and,

WHEREAS, consistent with DDC 9.370 and ORS 222.170(1), the written consents from the property owners constitute more than half the owners of land in the Territory to be annexed, who also own more than half of the land in the contiguous territory, and of the real property therein representing more than half of the assessed value of all real property in the contiguous territory (Exhibit C) and,

WHEREAS, this annexation was initiated in accordance with ORS 222.170(1) and based on this method of initiation, an election on the question of annexation is not required; and,

WHEREAS, the Territory is within the Drain Comprehensive Land Use Plan (more commonly known as the Drain Comp Plan) urban growth boundary and is contiguous to the City limits (DDC 9.370); and, 


WHEREAS, the request to annex Territory is consistent with policies in the Drain Comp Plan (Section 9.370), recognizing that ultimately all territory within the urban growth boundary will be annexed to the City of Drain; and,

WHEREAS, the minimum level of key urban facilities and services can be provided in an orderly and efficient manner to Territory, as required by DDC Section 9.370 in a logical area and time; and
WHEREAS, a Staff Report (Exhibit D) regarding annexation of Territory addressing all relevant criteria and conditions was presented to the City Council of the City of Drain; and

WHEREAS, on March 12, 2018, the City Council of the City of Drain conducted a public hearing and considered Applicant’s request to annex, in light of the Planning Commission’s recommendation of approval, rendered after its March 5, 2018 public hearing, the findings in support of approving the annexation request, as set forth in Exhibit C, and the evidence and testimony received at the Council hearing.
NOW THEREFORE, THE CITY OF DRAIN ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS:


SECTION 1.  Based upon the findings above and Exhibits A through E, which are all incorporated herein by this reference as a basis for this Council decision, the City Council of the City of Drain does hereby approve annexation of the Territory to the City of Drain, said territory being described as follows:
Township 22 South, Range 05, Section 17AA, Tax Lot 100 (also identified as 504 E. B Ave., Drain) particularly described in Exhibit A.
SECTION 2.  The City Administrator is hereby authorized to execute the Annexation Agreement, attached as Exhibit E, and directed to send notice of this annexation by copy of this Ordinance and its exhibits to public utilities operating within the City, Secretary of State, Department of Revenue, Douglas County Clerk, Douglas County Assessor, affected districts and owners in the affected territory, as required by CDC 4.10.180.
