The Minor Partition process allows for the partitioning or dividing of land into two or three parcels of land within a calendar year that does not include the creation of a street. Hopefully the following information will answer your questions and enable you to complete the required application.

The enclosed MINOR PARTITION APPLICATION must be completed and submitted with all attachments.

Two copies of the following items must accompany the application or the application will not be accepted:

A. 
TENTATIVE MAP
The tentative plat map of the site in question must be drawn to scale. The 
tentative plat map must meet the following guidelines:

1.
Shall be submitted on good quality paper.

2.
Shall be legible drawn to a standard engineers scale.

3.
Shall be presented in the following format:



a.
11 X 17 paper

The map shall include:

a.
North point and scale.

b.
Legal description of the property.

c.
Description of the boundaries of all contiguous land in same 




ownership as the proposed partitioned land.

d.
The parcel line and dimensions of all proposed parcels.

The minor partition shall be displayed with bold lines, 





the adjoining parcel or any other pertinent information shall be 




displayed with dotted lines or lighter lines.


e.
The size of each parcel shall be displayed (square footage  





AND acreage).





(1)
Residential lots shall be 6,000 sq. ft. for a single family 





dwelling.

f.
Lot width at the front building line shall be at least 60 feet.

g.
Lot depth shall be at least 85 feet.

h.
All lots shall abut a street with a minimum width of 60 feet.

i.
Location information, names, width of all existing or platted 




roads, streets, alleys, including ROW lines.

j.
Location information by section and tax lot information.

k.
The width and location of all existing or proposed easements  




and to define easement purpose.

l.
The existing uses of the property, including the location of any 




existing structures, wells, septic, water lines, sewer lines, etc.

m.
The existing zoning districts applicable to the property.

n.
The allowable building area subject to set back requirements.

Any further information the applicant thinks will be helpful for the Planning Commission’s use to make a determination on the minor partition application should be added to the drawing or in an addendum to the application.

B.
FINAL PLAT MAP
The final plat map of the site in question must be drawn to scale. The final 

plat map must show the following:

1.
This map must be drawn by an engineer or surveyor.

2.
This map must be drawn on good quality Mylar.

3.
The final plat map must show all items listed on the tentative plat map.

4.
Any conditions or changes placed by the Planning Commission.

5.
Signature lines for the property owner(s),  Drain City Administrator, Douglas 


County Surveyor, Douglas County Clerk, Douglas County Tax Collector..

AFTER THE PREVIOUS INFORMATION HAS BEEN SUBMITTED AND DETERMINED TO BE COMPLETE THE FOLLOWING STEPS WILL BE TAKEN.
A.
A staff report and Findings of Fact will be written.

B.
The City Administrator will make a decision on the application.

C.
After the tentative map has been approved, the final partition plat map must



be submitted.  After approval, it must be recorded at the Douglas County Courthouse 

and a copy returned to the City of Drain for their records.
