ALL APPLICATIONS SUBMITTED TO THE CITY OF DRAIN MUST INCLUDE AUTHORIZATION TO ENTER ONTO THE SUBJECTS PROPERTY.

You are encouraged to make an appointment with the City Planning Staff and go over your plans prior to the submission of the application.

The enclosed SUBDIVISION APPLICATION must be completed and submitted with all attachments thirty (30 days prior to the Planning Commission’s regular monthly  meeting.

INTRODUCTION

The purpose of the subdivision ordinance is to establish standards and procedures for the dividing of land. These regulations provide for the proper width and arrangement of streets, to coordinate proposed development with any over-all plan, to provide for public facilities, including utilities and open space for recreation, to avoid undue congestion of population, to assure adequate sanitation and proper use of land, and in general to protect the health, safety and general welfare of the public. Hopefully the following information will answer your questions and enable you to complete the required application.

There are times when a change in the zoning may be required. The Zone Change application must be submitted at the same time as the Subdivision application is submitted.

The application process may take longer than noted while problems are being resolved.

Two copies of the following items must accompany the application or the application will not be accepted:

A.
TENTATIVE MAP

The tentative plat map of the site in question must be drawn to scale.  The 

tentative plat map must meet the following guidelines:

1.
Shall be submitted on good quality paper.

2.
Shall be legibly drawn to a scale of one (1) inch equals 100 feet or,  



for areas over 100 acres, one (1) inch equals 200 feet.

3.
Proposed name of the subdivision. This name shall not duplicate nor  



duplicate nor resemble the name of another subdivision in the county 



and shall be approved by the Planning Commission.

4.
This map must be drawn by an engineer or surveyor.

5.
Shall be presented in the following format:

a.
18" X 27" with 3" binding tab (per example).

6.
All information required by the Subdivision Ordinance.

Any further information the applicant thinks will be helpful for the 
Planning Commission’s use to make a determination on the subdivision should be 
added to the drawing or in an addendum to the application.

B.
FINAL PLAT MAP

The final plat map the site in question must be drawn to scale. The final 

plat 

map must show the following:

1.
This map must be drawn on good quality Mylar.

2.
The final plat map must show all items listed on the tentative plat  




map.

3.
All items listed in the subdivision ordinance for a final plat map.

4.
Show the conditions or changes placed by the Planning Commission.

AFTER THE PREVIOUS INFORMATION HAS BEEN SUBMITTED AND DETERMINED TO BE COMPLETE, THE FOLLOWING STEPS WILL BE TAKEN.

A.
Property owners within 100' of the property will be notified of the 




request.

B.
A staff report will be written with City Staff ‘s recommendation.

C.
Planning Commissioners will receive their packet one (1) week prior 



to the meeting. 

D.
Planning Commissioners will want to look at the subjects property 




prior to the meeting. (This is the reason the authorization to enter 




onto the subjects property is required).

E.
Planning meeting will be held.

F.
After the Planning Commission makes a decision on the application, 



the property owners, within 100' and anyone giving testimony at the 



meeting regarding this application will be notified of the decision. 

G.
 Persons listed in “E” above have ten (10) days to appeal if they 




testified for or against the proposed application.

H.
After the tentative map has been approved the final partition plat 




map must be submitted within one year.

I.
The City administrator shall review the final plat and other data to 

determine that it complies with provisions of the law and the 




subdivision ordinance.

J.
The final plat is given to the Planning Commission to review and 




determine that it complies with all requirements.

K.
When the Planning Commission approves the final plat map the 




Chairman of the Planning Commission will sign the final plat map.

L.
The applicant must submit the plat for signatures of other public 




officials required by law.

M.
The plat must be recorded within 90 days after the date of the last 




required approving signature or the approval of the plat will be void
